December 9, 2018 
“PREPARE YE THE WAY OF THE LORD!” 
 
The Second Sunday of Advent introduces the readers of Luke’s Gospel 
to John the Baptist.  His outcry, “Prepare ye the way of the Lord!  Make 
straight his paths!” fixes the messianic prophecies of the Old Testament 

into a new focus. It is Jesus the Messiah who comes so that “all humankind shall see 
the salvation of our God”.  It is significant that we essentially begin this new liturgical 
year with this focus.  During this year, we will read from the Gospel of Luke.  The sin-
gular most distinguishing theme of Luke (in contrast to the other Gospels is:  universal 
salvation!  Jesus did not only come to save the people of Israel.  Jesus did not only 
come to save those who are righteous and just.  Jesus did not come to save those 
who are already near to the heart of God.  Jesus came to save all people of every time 
and place, of every nation and kingdom.  He came to those who already knew of the 
Father’s promises and those who were completely unaware.  The remaining days Ad-
vent allow us the opportunity to truly prepare the Lord’s way in our lives and open our 
hearts to the gift of salvation. 
 
EXTENDED HOURS FOR THE SACRAMENT OF PENANCE  
DURING THIS WEEK 
This week I will be available for the sacrament of Penance on Tuesday, December 10 
in the evening from 6:30 pm until 8:00 pm. I will also be available twice on this coming 
Saturday, December 15 from 10:00 am until 12 noon and again from 2:00 pm until 
4:00 pm.  During these weeks of Advent the five pastors of Holy Cross Academy have 
set aside ample time for the celebration of the Sacrament of Penance on each of the 
HCA campuses during regular school hours and during the PSR sessions on each 
campus so that our school children have the opportunity to prepare for Christmas.  I 
am available as well during these weeks, as always by appointment for the Sacrament 
for those who find our times inconvenient. 
 
MASS SCHEDULE FOR CHRISTMAS AND NEW YEAR’S DAYS 
Just to refresh your memory the Mass schedule here at OLP for Christmas is as fol-
lows:  The weekend of December 22-23 is the Fourth Sunday of Advent and our regu-
lar Sunday Mass schedule applies.  For the Solemnity of the Nativity of the Lord Mass-
es for the vigil of Christmas will be on Monday, December 24 at 4:30 pm and again at 
10:00 pm.  Mass for Christmas morning, Tuesday, December 25 is at 9:00 am. 
The following weekend, Saturday, December 29 & Sunday, December 30 is the Feast 
of the Holy Family.  The regular weekend schedule applies for this weekend as well.  
In the year 2019, the Solemnity of Mary the Mother of God is observed as a holy day 
of obligation.  So…. The Mass schedule for that solemnity is: Monday, December 31 at 
4:30 pm and on Tuesday, January 1, 2019 at 9:00 am.
