THIRTIETH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 
We read in today’s Gospel from Mark 10, “Master, I want to 
see.”  The outcry of the blind Barimaeus transcends the ob-
vious desire for physical sight.  In reality it is an outcry for 

faith – spiritual sight – a gift for which we need the “right kind of eyes” in 
order to see and believe.  Jesus is rich in generosity and mercy, as al-
ways, and gives more than he is asked for.  We gather in that same 
trust is Jesus, that he knows just what we need from him.

Love”.  Today at all the Masses Dr. Steve Kappel, a member of the par-
ish, witnesses to the importance in his life to active participation in the 
mission of our parish community which more fully embraces both our 
legacy and our future.

ALL SAINTS DAY & ALL SOULS DAY 
Thursday, November 1 is the Solemnity of All Saints, a Holy Day of 
Obligation.

Friday, November 2 is All Souls Day, 
a day to pray for all the Faithful Departed.  Mass on Friday morning is at 
the regular time, 7:30 am.  A special Mass of Remembrance will be cel-
ebrated on Friday evening at 7:00 pm to remember in a very special 
way all those who have died during this past year.  All are welcome to 
join us for this remembrance. 
 
LITANY OF SAINTS 
Today, October 28 is the Feast of the apostles, Simon and Jude.  Simon 
is identified in all four gospels as a “zealot” – a member of a radical po-
litical party of the time dedicated to the violent overthrow of Rome.  Si-
mon followed Christ, at first in hope that He would lead that revolution.  
Eventually he realized the true meaning and purpose of Jesus’ Messiah-
ship.  Jude, also called by his Greek name Thaddeus, is associated with 
the NT Lettter that bears his name.  He called early Christians to reject 
false teaching and immorality.  Tradition holds that they were martyred 
together in Persia. 
Saint Simon, pray for us!  Saint Jude, pray for us!
