FROMTHE \ A new Liturgical Year begins today with a season of preparation,
B’AEQR\ longing patience and hope. This year the featured Gospel will be the

Gospel of Luke. On the first Sunday we will hear an apocalyptic mes-
sage to vigilance for the coming of Christ at the end of time. The Church has al-
ways associated the Second Coming with the First Coming, the historical arrival of
the Second Person of the Trinity who becomes the Incarnate Word of God.

Is it Safe to Use Expired Medications?
Q Afl‘{ Have you ever wondered about those expired medi-
N od % cations in your medicine cabinet? Do you toss them

g after the expiration date or keep they? Though
studies have shown some medications keep their
potency far past their expiration dates, for most medications, the
expiration date is there for a reason.

Here are a few examples of situations where using expired meds
may cause more harm than good:

Some medications are more sensitive to the environ-
ment than others. Factors like temperature, sunlight, and
humidity can cause many medications to break down and
lose their strength. The recommendation on some drugs is
to keep the medicine in its original container and discard a
particular number of months after you open the bottle. In
other words, the clock starts ticking from the moment you
open the bottle. Imagine what would happen if you took
that medicine 8 or 9 months after having opened the bot-
tle...it probably would not work very well and you may be
putting yourself at risk.

Some health conditions require very specific doses with-
out a lot of wiggle room. One of these heath conditions
is thyroid disease. With thyroid medication, the dose needs
to be just right — not too high or not too low — the same
every time. Any dose other than what the thyroid needs
can make the person feel worse. Let’s say an expired bottle
of old thyroid medicine contains 95% of the actual active
ingredient instead of the full amount guaranteed if used by
the expiration date. That 5% difference may be enough to
throw the thyroid out of whack.

Some medications that are naturally more shelf-stable
can become less so when mixed with other compo-
nents. Take petroleum jelly for instance. While this is not
technically considered a drug, it is sometimes used in oint-
ments or in compounded agents. In its pure form, petrole-
um jelly is waterproof and has an almost indefinite shelf life.
But when you add other ingredients to it such as hydrocorti-
sone that attracts moisture, it shortens its lifespan.

The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) requires manufacturers to
test their medications for stability and storage conditions. Compa-
nies use this information to figure out a date after which the medi-
cation may lose its potency. Keeping medications after their expira-
tion dates can be very tempting, especially when they cost so much.
It is a good idea to ask your pharmacist whether that expired medi-
cation is safe to use.
