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SOLEMNITY OF CHRIST THE KING
A WORD
FROMTHE \ ~ For almost a century now the Church brings the liturgical year to
w its conclusion with the Solemnity of Christ the King.

The Sunday Lectionary, utilizing the three-year cycle of readings
offers us, over the course of the cycle, three distinct portraits of the kingship of
Jesus. From Matthew: the final judgment, from Luke the crucified Messiah,
and today from John, in the trial before Pontius Pilate, the kingship that does
not belong to this world. Jesus’ kingship discloses the challenge to the Church
to evangelize the world with an invitation to prepare for a kingship that bears
very little relationship to our experience of life in this world. In the Book of Rev-
elation, John sees a “new heaven and a new earth”. All that has come before
has dissolved into a new experience of God received in covenantal love. Our
challenge is to live in the present moment, enlightened by the Gospel of Jesus
with a look toward that kingdom which will certainly come to us in the final
days.

ADVENT IS UPON US

Next Sunday will begin a new liturgical year with the season of Advent. The
Sunday Lectionary will walk us through the Gospel of Luke, who has the most
to say about the beginnings of Jesus as he walked upon the earth. Luke is the
gospel of mercy and compassion, Luke is the gospel of universal message to
announce the salvation of God to all the nations of the earth. Advent is the
liturgical season of proximate preparation for the Church’s annual celebration
of the Incarnation of the Son of God at Christmas. A cultural celebration to be
sure, and ever so much more than that! From the prophets of the Old Testa-
ment and John the Baptist in the New Testament their words serve to
“PREPARE YE the way of the Lord!” In part this preparation invites us to deep-
er contemplation of the prophets, personal preparation for Christmas by repent-
ance and the use of the sacraments to reacquaint us to He who comes among
us as the Word-made-flesh.

Once again this year | will be providing many opportunities to make use of the
Sacrament of Penance. | have planned approximately 20 extra hours to make
Penance available both on Saturdays and during the evenings. Please consult
the bulletin each week for the available times as Christmas draws near.

MASS SCHEDULES DURING DECEMBER

Coming up soon, on Saturday, December 8 we honor the Immaculate Concep-
tion of the Blessed Virgin Mary. This is always a holy day of obligation in the
United States because this feast is the patronal feast of our nation. Because of
the proximity to the Sunday celebration of the Second Sunday of Advent (Dec
9) the Mass schedule for Immaculate Conception will be: Friday December 7
at 7 pm and Saturday December 8 at 9 am.

For clarification the evening Mass at 4:30 pm on December 8 will be a celebra-
tion of the 2" Sunday of Advent (and NOT the Immaculate Conception). And
the answer to your question is...YES! There is a separate Mass obligation for
the Immaculate Conception and another obligation for the 2" Sunday of Ad-
vent. No “double-dipping” allowed!

LITANY OF SAINTS

November 24 honors the company of the Viethamese Martyrs, St. Andrew
Dung-Lac and his 117 companions. Martyrs over an extensive period of perse-
cution in the mid-1800s, these martyrs represent 96 Viethamese and some 21
bishops, priests, religious, and lay martyrs in a particularly brutal attempt to
eliminate the growth of the faith in eastern Asia. Their faith and courage in-
spire the 21 century Church to endure in their own times of suffering. Saint
Andrew & companions, pray for us!

Signs You Aren’t Getting Enough Sleep

You Battle Breakouts — If you're not getting
good sleep, your skin may soon show it. Some
studies have found a link between a lack of sleep and acne,
perhaps related to how sleep controls hormones in your
body. Sleep deprivation also affects the immune system,
leaving your body open to many different issues.

Your Eyes Don't Look Good — Redness, puffiness, dark cir-
cles, and bags are all signs that you are not getting enough
sleep. This may be because your body misses out on the
hormone control and tissue repair that happens in deep
sleep stages.

You Gain Weight — When you get a good night’s rest, your
body can properly control ghrelin and leptin which are the
hormones that affect how hungry you feel. Without them,
you may feel the urge to eat more than you need, which
can make you gain weight.

You Crave Junk Food — After a sleepless night, you may be
more likely to pick that cheeseburger and fries over a salad
for lunch. A sleep-deprived brain in more likely to crave
unhealthy foods. It may be that judgement and decision
making aren't as sharp when you're tired, which makes it
easier for other desires to take over.

You Feel Moody — Irritability can be a big sign of poor sleep.
One study limited people to 4 Y2 hours of sleep a night for a
week. The result was more stressed, angry, and mentally
exhausted individuals. They felt better when they returned
to their normal schedules.

You Feel Depressed — Depression and poor sleep are closely
related. It can be a vicious circle — depression can lead to
poor sleep and poor sleep can lead to depression.

Focus and Memory Feel Dim — Even a little less sleep — los-
ing just 2 hours if you usually get 8 hours a night — can
make you groggy and affect concentration and memory.
This may make you less skilled at work — or worse, behind
the wheel of your car. More than one-third of people admit
to dozing off while driving.

Get the rest that you need.
Most adults need 7 to 9 hour of sleep a night. Make sure it's restful:
Stick to a schedule, which means going to bed and waking up
about the same time each day.
Keep your room cool, quiet, and dark.
Exercise regularly, especially workouts that get your heart
pumping. It may promote deeper sleep.

A good night'’s sleep repairs the body and the mind,
which helps to function at your best.
