THIRD SUNDAY IN LENT 
 

The caption for today’s Gospel could read “ripped from the head-
lines”.  Not from the headlines of 2022 but from the big new stories 

such as they were at the time of Jesus.  These stories were the gossip of 
the day; the current events that shocked and amazed and disturbed the 
people. These stories caused them to both fear their God and wrestle with 
anxiety at the implications of these then-current events.  Jesus’ response 
teaches that they should regard these events as signs.  Their response 
ought to be to heed the admonition:  “Repent of perish!”  Certainly appropri-
ate for the season of Lent, we should not regard the message a threat but 
rather as opportunity.  We are now 18 days into the season of Lent.  In what 
ways have we capitalized on the opportunities and grace of our prayer, fast-
ing and almsgiving? 
 

A REFLECTION ON THE DISCIPLE MAKERS INDEX SURVEY 
Over these first weeks since the DMI survey was made available a number 
of people have commented on their reaction to the instrument.  A number of 
parishioners have commented that “the survey was not what I expected” – 
or words to that effect.  Most seemed to be expecting specifics regarding 
which parishes and school would “survive” (my word) and which ones would 
not.  Perhaps I can clarify.  The archdiocese already has all the numbers – 
both demographic data and financial data needed.  The DMI is interested in 
hearing from you about your engagement in the parish such as it has been, 
your expectations of future parish life, what ministries are important to you, 
and how you see the parishioners and yourself) growing toward deeper dis-
cipleship.  This is precisely why your participation in the DMI is crucial to the 
creation of a strategic pastoral plan.  Later this summer we will each have 
the opportunity to look at preliminary models which may form future recom-
mendation to the Archbishop.  If you have not yet responded to the DMI 
please do so before it closes on April 4.  And continue to pray for the guid-
ance of the Holy Spirit so that we might discover what God wants for our 
Archdiocese.
