What Your Dentist Knows About Your Health
From Web MD

During your routine check-up, your dentist can
uncover important clues about your overall
health. Any disease related to the mouth has an impact elsewhere
in the body. Here are some of the most common conditions dentists
look for that can affect your oral health.

Diabetes: People with type 1 and type 2 diabetes are more likely to
develop gum disease. That’s because they may have a decreased
ability to fight bacterial infections, including those that occur in the
mouth. Serious gum disease can make it more difficult for people
with diabetes to control their blood sugar. At times, dentists may
be the first to discover a suspected diagnosis of diabetes and refer
the patient to their primary care doctor for testing.

Oral Cancer: The first sign of oral cancer is often a small red or
white spot or sore in the mouth. It can appear on your lips, gums,
tongue, cheek lining, or other parts of your mouth. Often the pa-
tient doesn’t notice it because it starts as a small spot toward the
back of the mouth or under the tongue and they don’t have any
symptoms.

Heart Disease: Researchers are investigating the links between
gum disease and cardiovascular disease.

One potential link is that inflammation in the mouth increases in-
flammation in other parts of the body, including arteries. This in-
flammation may play a role in heart attacks or strokes. By treating
gum disease and reducing the inflammation in your mouth, you may
be able to lower your risk of stroke or heart attack.

Stress: Your teeth may be worn down or chipped if you've been
unconsciously grinding or clenching them. This can eventually cause
bone loss that your dentist may detect on your x-rays. To prevent
damage to your teeth and keep them apart so your jaw muscles can
relax, your dentist can fit you with a custom mouth guard to wear
while you sleep.

Premature and Low-Weight Births: Studies suggest that pregnant
women with serious gum disease called periodontitis are more like-
ly to delivers a premature baby of low birth weight. The bacteria in
the mouth of a woman with gum disease can trigger and increase in
a chemical compound and other harmful inflammatory molecules.
These chemicals can induce early labor and impair fetal growth.

How you can prevent gum disease: Our mouths are swarming with
about 400 species of bacteria, but only 15 of them actually cause
gum disease. You can fight them in three ways.

Don’t smoke. Smoking increases your risk of gum disease.

Brush twice a day and floss once a day.

See your dentist for regular cleanings.
